In 1955, he and Eshref Shevsky published Social
Area Analysis; he is now preparing a monograph entitled Jamaican Elites and a review
of the literature on public leadership in the United States.

MartiN BruMmensoN, Historian in the Army’s Office of the Chief of Military History,
is the author of Breakout and Pursuit, a forthcoming volume in the European theater
sub-series of The U.S. Army in World War II, and two essays of his appeared in Com-
mand Decisions (1959).
