the often recurring expression “re-education.””  Freud divided
the modern treatment of hysterical manifestations into that by
suggestion, with or without hypnosis, and that by psycho-analysis.
Quoting from Leonardo da Vinci, Freud compared suggestion with
painting which, by a wia d4i porre, puts something on, while he
likened psycho-analysis to sculpture which, by a wvia di levare,
gradually uncovers the statue within the stone. Freud regarded
suggestion as easier of employment especially in slight cases, but
much less likely to produce permanent results than psycho-analysis.
Dr Hurst appears to have relied chiefly on suggestion, sometimes
assisted by hypnosis, and it is interesting to note that he has
recorded a permanency of cure of some years in certain instances.
