By adjoining an inver-
sion they treat the wider inversive group. Klein's views of a geometry are applied
to the inversive group of a plane: A chapter follows on Flow which may serve to
introduce matter, and a chapter is added on Differential Geometry. Part II is
composed of applications. Some are of the most elementary nature, but the authors
belicve that the tradition that simple geometric and mechanical questions are to be
handled only as Euclid or Descartes might have handled them is very hampering.
