Policy: The JOURNAL O F INTERAMERICAN STUDIES A N D W O R L D AFFAIRS reflects the 
interests of the scholarly community and interested public concerned with the social, 
economic, political, and cultural aspects of life in Latin America (including the Caribbean), 
particularly in those instances where the subject is of concern to more than one of the 
traditional disciplines.

Articles which have special relevance for interrelationships between American nations and of 
those nations with the rest of the world will be given special consideration. An effort will be 
made to include occasional articles that state an unusual or even discordant position on a 
subject of broad interest to be supplemented by critical comments of authorities representing 
differing positions on the topic. The editors continue to welcome articles by scholars from all 
parts of the world. Review essays provide a forum for authors to develop opinions on a topic 
through discussion of recent books. Proposals should be developed with the Editor. 

Manuscripts should be submitted in duplicate to: Editor, JOURNAL OF INTERAMERICAN 
STUDIES A N D WORLD AFFAIRS, Box 24-8134, University of Miami, Coral Gables, Florida 
33124. Manuscripts should be typewritten, double-spaced, with footnotes, references, tables, 
and charts on separate pages, and should follow the current journal style. A brief biographical 
paragraph describing each author's current affiliation, research interests, and recent publica-
ions should accompany the manuscript. 
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
