Forthcoming activities of the Committee in-
clude an International Roundtable on the
Market for Policy Research, Vienna, September
29-October 3, 1975. The Roundtable will ex-
amine the supply, demand and utilization by
government of policy relevant research. Partici-
pants will represent a variety of backgrounds in
universities, social science institutes and govern-
ment agencies. The involvement of experts
from Austria, Britain, Germany and the United
States will also permit a systematic considera-
tion of the extent to which policy research
differs in varying national contexts.

The Committee plans to sponsor a 'report
session' at the 1976 IPSA Congress in Edin-
burgh, August 15-21, 1976, at which political
scientists from many different countries will be
invited to make a short presentation describing
current policy research. Professor Arnold J.
Heidenheimer, Political Science, Washington
University, St. Louis, Missouri 63130, will
organize in collaboration with the Committee, a
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major program session, "New Directions in
Comparative Policy Studies."
