Best Graduate Student Paper Award

This award (formerly the CQ Press Award) is given annually for the
best paper in the field of law and courts written by a graduate stu-
dent. To be eligible, the nominated paper must have been written
by a full-ime graduate student. Single- and co-authored papers are
eligible. In the case of co-authored papers, each author must have
been a full-fime graduate student at the time the paper was written.
Submitted papers may have been written for any purpose (includ-
ing papers written for seminars, scholarly meetings, and for potential
publication in academic journals). This is NOT, however, a disserta-
tion or thesis prize. Papers may be nominated by faculty members or
by the students themselves. The papers must have been written during
the 12 months previous to the nomination deadline.

Nominations due: March 1, 2024

Teaching and Mentoring Award

The Teaching and Mentoring Award recognizes innovative teaching
and instructional methods and materials in law and courts. Examples
of innovations that might be recognized by this award include (but
are not limited to) outstanding textbooks, websites, classroom exer-
cises, syllabi, or other devices designed to enhance the transmission
of knowledge about law and courts to undergraduate or graduate
students. Any member of the section may make a nomination for the
Teaching and Mentoring Award by submitting a statementidentifying
the nominee and outlining the nature of her or his innovation and the
contribution it makes to achieving the purposes of the award (e-mail
attachments, in the form of .pdf files, are acceptable). The Teaching
and Mentoring Award is supported by a generous contribution from
the Division for Public Education of the American Bar Association.

Law and Courts Service Award

The Law and Courts Service Award recognizes service to the section
in the literal sense, as in service on committees and in leadership po-
sitions, as well as service within the Section, as in service to the pro-
fession within the field of law and courts in the form of archiving data,
promoting infrastructure, representing the profession in the media, etc.

Best Conference Paper Award

The Law and Courts Best Conference Paper Award (formerly the
American Judicature Society Award) is given annually for the best
paper on law and courts presented at the previous year’s annual
meetings of the American, Infernational, or regional polifical science
associations. Single- and co-authored papers, written by political

Best Journal Article Award

This award recognizes the best journal article in the field of law and
courts written by a political scientist and published during the previ-
ous calendar year. Articles published in all refereed journals and in
law reviews are eligible, but book reviews, review essays, and chap-
ters published in edited volumes are not eligible. Journal editors and
members of the section may nominate articles. (This award was pre-
viously known as McGraw Hill Award and as the Houghton-Mifflin
Award for the Best Journal Article in the Field of Law and Cours).

C. Herman Pritchett Award for Best Book

The C. Herman Pritchett award is given annually for the best book
on law and courts written by a poliical scientist and published the
previous year. Please note that case books and edited books are not
eligible for consideration. Books may be nominated by publishers or
by members of the Secfion.

Nominations due: March 1, 2024

Law and Courts Lasting Contribution Award

Awarded annually to a book or journal arficle, 10 years old or older,
that has made a lasting impression on the field of law and courts.
Only books and articles written by polifical scientists are eligible;
single-authored works produced by winners of the Lifetime Achieve-
ment Award are not eligible. Any member of the Secfion may submit
a nomination. The nomination should include a statement outlining the
nature of the contribution of the nominated work.

Nominations due: March 1, 2024

Lifetime Achievement Award

Given for a lifetime of significant scholarship, teaching and service to
the Law and Courfs field. Nominees must be political scientists who
are at least 65 years of age or who have been active in the field
for at least 25 years. Nominations from previous competitions will
be carried forward to the current year’s competition. The committee
will retain nominations for three years, but you are invited to re-nom-
inate an individual and renew the materials in the file during each
cycle. Nominations may be made by any member of the Sectfion and
should consist of a statement outlining the contributions of the nomi-
nee and, if possible, a copy of the nominee's vitae.

Alan Rosenthal Prize

In the spirit of Alan Rosenthal’s work, this prize is dedicated to en-
couraging young scholars to study questions that are of importance
to legislators and legislative staff and to conduct research that has
potential application fo strengthening the practice of representative
democracy. Topics may be national or subnational in focus and may
apply fo any country. Preference will be given to comparative leg-
islative research among legislatures in the same country or across
countries. The prize is funded by the Trust for Representative Democ-
racy of the National Conference of State Legislatures and the State
Legislative Leaders Foundation. The book or article must be published
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in the previous calendar year and authored by scholars below the
rank of associate professor or legislative practitioners at equivalent
career stage. In the case of books or articles by multiple authors, the
work is eligible for the award if at least one author is below the rank
of associate professor. Nominations for the prize may be made by
anyone, including authors, publishers, departments, or practitioners.
Nominations due: March 1, 2024

Carl Albert Dissertation Award

The Carl Albert Dissertation Award is given annually for the best dis-
serfation in legislative studies. Topics may be national or subnational
in focus—on Congress, parliaments, state legislatures, or other repre-
sentative bodies. The prize is funded by the Carl Albert Congressional
Research and Studies Center at the University of Oklahoma. In addi-
tion to the cash prize associated with the award, winners are typically
invited to guest lecture on the OU campus with fravel expenses paid
by the Carl Albert Center. Dissertations must have a copyright date
of one or two years previous to the year in which the award is pre-
sented.

The Emerging Scholar award is designed to recognize a scholar who
is no more than six years from the year of their PhD who has informed
the study of legislative politics through innovative and rigorous schol-
arship.

The APSA Organized Section for Public Administration invites ap-
plications and research proposals from junior scholars researching
public administration issues affecting governance in the United States
and abroad. Proposals will be judged on their potential fo shed new
light on important public administration questions, their scholarly and
methodological rigor, and their promise for advancing pracfice and
theory development. Individual grants are not renewable.

Application Materials: Proposals must address all items under the
scope of the award and must be done in triplicate or sent electroni-
cally. Proposals are limited to five (5) single-spaced pages and must:

e State the purpose of the project

e State how the project confributes to scholarship within public
administration and its applicability for practice and theory de-
velopment

e State how the project relates to previous research and theoreti-
cal developments

e Specify research design

e Provide an itemized budget and budget justification

e Specify any additional financial support that the applicant is al-
ready receiving or anticipates receiving

In addition, each proposal also must include (in excess of the five-

page written proposal):

* A cover lefter summarizing project file, qualifications for suc-
cessfully complefing the project, and professional status (doc-
toral student working on dissertafion or untenured assistant pro-
fessor)

¢ An abstract of the proposal (maximum 150 words)

e Aleffer attesting to the quality of the research project (typically
from a doctoral student's dissertation advisor or a junior faculty
member's department chair

e Acurriculum vitae (no more than three pages)

Eligibility: Eligibility is limited to doctoral students who have success-
fully defended their dissertation prospectus and tenure-track assistant
professors. Applicants must be APSA members at the time of appli-
cation. Membership in the Section for Public Administration is not re-
quired, but can be one of a variety of factors that the Volcker Awards
Committee considers in making awards.
Funding Process and Purposes: The number, size of grants, and
allocation of grants (to doctoral students and tenure-track assistant
professors) awarded annually will be up to the Volcker Awards Com-
mittee. Individual grant awards are expected to average around
$3,000. The number of grants and their size are determined by the
Volcker Junior Scholar Research Grant Committee appointed each
year. Funds may be used for such research activities as: fravel to ar-
chives; travel to conduct interviews; administration and coding of sur-
vey instruments; research assistance; and purchase of datasets. This
list is merely illustrative, but specifically excluded from funding are:
travel fo professional meetings; secretarial costs except for prepara-
tion of the final manuscripts for publication; and salary support.
