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work to be put alongside some of his finest paintings, including, among others, The
Two Peacocks (1967) and The Stag’s Wedding (1959)—some of his more recent
works are uneven insofar as they lack the details so characteristic of most of his
earlier works. This unevenness is especially pronounced in his Unicorn in the Woods
(1974).
