Williams College

Several faculty members of the Center for Development Economics at
Williams College will be enabled to accept assignments for teaching and re-
search in Africa, Asia and Latin America, as a result of a Rockefeller Founda-
tion grant of $300,000.

Study programs for
1970-1971 are available at both undergraduate and graduate levels, and classes
are given in English, except for those in the Spanish language department. Ad-
ditional details and application forms are available from the Office of Intet-
national Programs, American Association of State Colleges and Universities,
One Dupont Circle, Washington, D.C. 20036; Telephone 202-293-7070.
