Center for Studies on Mexican History Houses Documents

In order to facilitate the research of scholars in Mexican histoty, the Centro
de Estudios de Historia de México, with financial aid from a commercial firm,
Condumex, S. A., has developed an extensive and important collection of manu-
scripts, documents, photographs, and reference works which date from the
sixteenth century to the present time. More than 35,000 volumes, 200,000
documents, and 5000 photographs are housed in the Centro library which makes
them available to all interested historians.
