8/2 (2011), 179–214. In Appendix 2, page 200, on the inventory of choirbook P-VV J. 12/A. 6, No. 15 refers to

the motet Posuerunt super caput ejus, which actually bears attribution to ‘Aires Fernandes’ in the original

index of the Vila Viçosa source. However, the piece is by Rodrigo de Ceballos, as was long ago recognized

(see the edition and commentary in Obras completas de Rodrigo de Ceballos, ed. Robert J. Snow (Granada:

Junta de Andalucı́a, 1995), volume 1). Readers should thus add after ‘Aires Fernandes’: ‘[recte Rodrigo de

Ceballos]’.
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
