THE HENRY BARNARD PRIZE: This prize of $500 is awarded biennially to the best essay 
in the history of education by a graduate student. The next award will be presented at the fall 
2001 meeting of the History of Education Society. The recipient will have the essay published 
in the History of Education Quarterly.

The award for books bearing 2000 publication dates will 
be announced at the annual meeting of the Society in 2001.
