The v e c t o r a l g e b r a 
goes as f a r as the vec to r and s c a l a r t r i p l e p r o d u c t s and the g e o m e t r i c a l 
app l i ca t ions inc lude d e r i v a t i o n s of s e v e r a l t r i g o n o m e t r i c i d e n t i t i e s . 

The expos i t ion i s v e r y c l e a r , g r e a t c a r e being t aken to r e s o l v e 
e v e r y p o s s i b l e s o u r c e of m i s u n d e r s t a n d i n g , and the book is t h e r e f o r e 
wel l sui ted to indiv idual s tudy. T h e r e i s a l i b e r a l supply of e x e r c i s e s 
with the i r so lu t i ons . T h e r e a r e few p r e r e q u i s i t e s o ther than the a l g e b r a 
of r e a l n u m b e r s , and the book m a y be v e r y a p p r o p r i a t e for use in the 
f inal y e a r s of High School m a t h e m a t i c s and as an addi t iona l text for 
f r e s h m a n c o u r s e s , w h e r e the sub jec t m a t t e r of th is book is usua l ly 
notable by i t s c u r s o r y t r e a t m e n t .

Abu K â m i l ' s book on a l g e b r a i s the f i r s t A r a b i c work on a l g e b r a 
following a l - K h w â r i z m i ' s we l l -known text ( c a . 8 3 0 ) . As his f o r e r u n n e r , 
abû K â m i l (850? - 930? ) d i s c u s s e s the t h e o r y of equa t ions of the f i r s t 
and second d e g r e e , and in a way h is " A l g e b r a " i s a c o m m e n t a r y on and 
e l a b o r a t i o n of that of a l - K h w â r i z m i . While the l a t t e r had d i s c u s s e d 40 
p r o b l e m s , abû K â m i l i n c r e a s e d the n u m b e r to 69 taking over m a n y f r o m 
a l - K h w â r i z m i and adding fu r the r so lu t ions to those contained in the 
e a r l i e r w o r k . M o r e i m p o r t a n t i s the i m p r o v e m e n t which r e s u l t s f r o m 
abû Kâmi l 1 s a t t e m p t to combine the p r a c t i c a l Babylon ian v iewpoint with 
the t h e o r e t i c a l a t t i tude of the G r e e k s . In th is connec t ion one should 
expec t to find a c o m m e n t on the c l a i m s put fo rward by Aydin Sayi l i in 
his edi t ion " L o g i c a l n e c e s s i t i e s in mixed equa t ions , by 'Abd al Hamid 
ibn Turk and the a l g e b r a of h is t i m e " (Ankara , 1962) who a r g u e s tha t 
the " A l g e b r a " of a l - K h w â r i z m i was a sho r t ened v e r s i o n of that of ibn 
T u r k . But ibn T u r k who hence m a y have p r e c e d e d a l - K h w â r i z m î i s n ' t 
even m e n t i o n e d . 

The p r e s e n t vo lume con ta ins s ide by s ide with the Eng l i sh t r a n s ­
la t ion the H e b r e w text of the c o m m e n t a r y on abû K â m i l ' s book by 
M o r d e c a i F i n z i (wr i t t en in the 15th century) r a t h e r than the o r i g i n a l 
A r a b i c . A copy of th i s i s a l so extant but i s m u c h in f e r io r to the Hebrew 
v e r s i o n . T h e r e i s an in t roduc t ion of 25 p a g e s , foo tnotes , a H e b r e w -
Engl i sh g l o s s a r y of m a t h e m a t i c a l t e r m s , an index and l a s t but not l e a s t , 
a c o n c o r d a n c y of the p r o b l e m s which L e o n a r d o F i b o n a c c i of P i s a 
b o r r o w e d f r o m abû K â m i l for his " L i b e r abbac i " , (1202).
