The BoletinSemestralof El Colegio de Mexico reviewed its research activities
for the period from October 1973 through March 1974.

The Center for Historical Studies noted the completion of six research pro-
jects:

The Center for Linguistic and Literary Studies announced B. Garza
Cuaron's study of the relationships between linguistics and poetry, continuation
of L. F. Lara's study "El concepto de norma en linguistica y sociolinguistica"; initi­
ation of "En torno al polimorfismo" by J. M. Lope Blanch; and R. Avila's "La afasia
selectiva" and "Problemas de fonologia dialectal." A project to outline the dialec­
tic zones of Mexican oral Spanish was also directed by Lope Blanch, in collabora­
tion with J. G. Moreno de Alba, A. Millan Orozco, A. Alcala Alba, G. Cantero
Sandoval, J. Garcia Fajardo, and J. Lopez Chavez. His studies on "Indigenismos
en la norma culta de Mexico," "Sobre el tratamiento de -e, -0 finales en Mexico,"
and "La norma linguistica de iberoamerica" have been completed and research
continues on"Anglicismos en la norma linguistica culta de Mexico," "Geografia y
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sociologia linguistica en Mexico," and "Dialictologia mexicana y sociolinguistica."
J. G. Moreno de Alva has concluded his lexicographic study of the dialects of
Tabasco and Veracruz.

In the field of applied linguistics. L. F. Lara Ramos coordinated the work on
a "Dictionary of Mexican Spanish." G. Ruiz de Bravo Ahuja pursued his investig­
a tions of "La adquisicion de lexico espafiol y perdida de lexico de la lengua
rnaterna en nifios indigenas" and"C6mo se ha ensefiado la lengua espanola a los
hablantes de lenguas indigenas" and also began a study entitled "Evaluaci6n del
metodo de castellanizaci6n para hablantes de lenguas indigenas." Y. J. de Baez
continued her inquiries in to "El concepto de escri tura del estructuralismo frances
y sus posibles proyecciones en sociologia de la literatura" and "La novela y el en­
sayo contemporaneos en Mexico," T. Aveleyra pursued research on the contem­
porary Spanish novel, C. H. Magia neared completion of "La poesia de Octavio
Paz," and M. E. Venier continued with "Novela hispanoamericana" and "Critica
literaria en hispanoamerica." M. Frenk Alatorre worked with M. Dlc1Z Roig and R.
Cortes on the classification of materials for volumes 2 and 3 of the Cancionero
folk16rico de Mexico, while expanding his study "Edici6n critica de la antigua lirica
de tipo popular." M. del C. Garza de Koniecki continued with her "El corrido
mexicano" and "Muerte y machismo en la lirica y en el corrido mexicano."

Ongoing investigations include "Redes de comunicacion en una facultad

Lozoya, and C. Arriola's study of the origins of the Partido Accion Nacional. This
center continues investigation of contemporary Mexican political history in col­
laboration with the Center for Historical Studies and the Center for Sociological
Studies. Lorenzo Meyer and Rafael Segovia are working on "El maximato,
1928-1935"; O. Pellicer de Brody is preparing her book on Mexico's con temporary
history from 1952 to 1964; L. Medina and B. Torres are conducting a detailed study
of political and economic history from 1940 to 1952; and M. Acosta and Luis
Medina have undertaken an examination of "Origenes de la industria filmica mex­
icana."

The Center for Economic and Demographic Studies reported three new to­
pics of investigation: "Estudio de varios temas de la historia econ6mica del siglo
XIX en Mexico" by J. Coatsworth; "Dinamica de la poblaci6n de Mexico en
1900-1970" by E. Wiess-Altaner; and "Repercusi6n de un descenso de la fecun­
didad en la estructura por edad, el caso de Mexico" by G. Cabrera, M. Ordorica
and I. Olaya.

A. Rodriguez y Gonzalez and L. Unikel have completed "Oferta y de­

manda presente y futura de especialistas en desarrollo urbano y regional en
Mexico: Etapa final." An elaboration and general discussion of the first version of
chapters 2, 3, 4, 7, and 9 of the book £1 proceso deurbanizacion en Mexico were con­
ducted by L. Unikel with the collaboration of C. Ruiz, A. Necochea, and G. Garza.
A. Porras is concluding "Valores en fecundidad, aspiraciones de movilidad social
de los hijos, contracepcion y nivel de vida, algunos elementos ernpiricos de
analisis: Datos de la encuesta de fecundidad rural."

The Seminar on Agrarian Structure and the Structure of Classes of the
Center for Sociological Studies pursued its research in two areas: The first, di­
rected by Vania Sales, concerned changes in agrarian structure at the municipal
level; the second, coordinated by Rodolfo Stavenhagen with Hector Diaz Polanco
and Ricardo Villarreal, dealt with Mexico's rural bourgeoisie. Some individual
seminar studies include a project of the Seminar on Indicators of Development,
under the direction of Hugo Zemelman, to measure socioeconomic change at the
local level. Participants working on the Institutional Characteristics of Mexico's
Industrial Development are planning a study of the organization of selected busi­
ness enterprises. It will consist of two autonomous sections, one dealing with the
organization of public organs involved in the socioeconomic development of the
Truchas area, the other analyzing the network of labor relations in terms of labor
recruitment, syndicalism, and changes in occupational structures. The Seminar
on Syndicalism and Economic Development, under the direction of Jose Luis
Reyna, is studying development of the Mexican labor movement from 1946 to
1972 and investiga ting selected unions in different sectors. The Seminar on Inter­
nal Migration, Occupational Structure and Social Mobility, directed by Claudio
Stern, is continuing research in the following areas:
