The authors exhibit insight into the institutions of the Soviet Union, showing the high
degree of centralization, the effect of party dictation to all governmental bodies, and the thesis of the opera-
tion and effects of a dictatorship. The post-Stalin era is thoroughly discussed, taking account of the Khrushchev
regime and the decisions of the Twenty-first Party Congress.
