Why did the Soviet Union squander the political leverage afforded by its trade

subsidy to Eastern Europe? Why did Soviet officials fail to bargain with resolve, to
link subsidies to salient political issues, to make credible commitments, and to
monitor the satellites' policies?

Furthermore, Stone argues,
incentives to smother information were so deeply entrenched that they frustrated
numerous attempts to reform Soviet institutions.
