A comparative analysis of eight case studies on the legal and political 
problems complicating the elimination of de facto school segregation in eight 
northern American cities which were originally prepared as background for 
Equality of Educational Opportunity ( the "Coleman Report"). The greater 
portion of the material compiled for these studies has never been published 
( not even by the government!). 

This volume covers for each of the eight cities (Evanston, Berkeley, New 
Haven, Pasadena, St. Louis, Albany, San Francisco, and Chicago) the follow­
ing questions: ( 1) What specific issues arose in the context of the particular 
city studied? (2) How did school boards handle the issues? (3) When action 
was taken by the board, where did the proposal originate and how was it 
subsequently modified? (4) What role did the courts play? (5) Did the 
question of the legality and/or morality of distributing school children by race 
come up? Who raised it? How was it resolved? (6) Did the board succeed 
in (a) achieving significant statistical chang~ in racial imbalance, and (b) in 
resolving community conflict over the issue? 

The book also contains multi-disciplinary review essays of recent studies 
on race and education, and a selective bibliography on de facto school segre­
gation. Contributors include: William G. Buss, Jr., William Cohen, James 
S. Coleman, John E. Coons, Ira Michael Heyman, Harold Horowitz, John 
Kaplan, Robert Marden, Ralph Reisner, Arnold Rose, Richard D. Schwartz, 
Michael U sdan, Clement Vose, and Meyer Weinberg.
