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The Annual Meeting of the
Southern Political Science Associa-
tion was held at the Radisson Plaza
Hotel in Savannah, Georgia, No-
vember 3-6, 1993. Over 740 regis-
trants, exhibitors, guests and
friends attended 94 panels and ple-
nary sessions. APSA President
Charles O. Jones offered both wit
and wisdom to an attentive lun-
cheon audience, pronouncing the
American experiment in govern-
ment by separation an unheralded
success, of which Madison, if not
Schattschneider, would be proud.
Charles D. Hadley’s Presidential
Address, later that day, focussed
on black participation in local
southern political party organiza-
tions. Highlighting the transforma-
tions in southern politics, Hadley’s
research portrayed blacks in local
Republican, as well as local Demo-
cratic, party organizations.
