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Repertory grid technique arose naturally out of Professor George Kelly’s personal construct
theory as a method whereby we may “look beyond words’’. In the last twenty years, the
technique has been found so useful by peopie in a variety of disciplines, that many different
forms, and a multiplicity of measures have been developed.

This manual describes a variety of commonly used grid formats and measures derived from
them. The authors focus on the many difficulties involved in grid design and administration
and the assumptions underlying grid method that must be observed if meaningful results are
to be obtained. In so doing they dwell at some length on the notions of reliability and
validity since the questions asked in the context of a repertory grid differ from those asked
when using traditional psychological “tests”.

The first part of the book deals with the development of grid technique from its inspired
beginnings to the many forms now used and closely examines the way in which the form of
measurement differs from other methods in more common use today.
