“Brundage provides a nuanced corrective to theories that lynching
was a monolithic phenomenon throughout the South. In fact, he
shows, the frequency of lynchings and the events that instigated
them varied from state to state as functions of local race relations
and economic factors. Focusing on Virginia, which had the fewest
lynchings in the South, and Georgia, which had a particularly violent
history, Brundage notes that Georgia mobs, unlike Virginia mobs,
would lynch for minor transgressions. In the Cotton Belt and
southern Georgia, the plantation system fostered racial violence,
while in coastal Georgia, with its mixed economy, white paternalism
and a strong black community limited lynching. In Virginia,
diversified agriculture required day labor, which lessened racial
conflict while keeping black workers on a short leash. In Virginia,
Brundage shows, anti-lynching efforts were sponsored by
conservative government officials who condemned anarchy. In
Georgia, on the other hand, the anti-lynching campaign was
instigated by progressive social reformers, leading to a decline in
lynching by the late 1920s.”— Publishers Weekly

Best known as the longtime chief counsel to the Communist Party
of the United States, John Abt also was one of Angela Davis’s first
attorneys and the man Lee Harvey Oswald wanted to defend him
after the assassination of President John F. Kennedy.

In Advocate and Activist, Abt and Michael Myerson provide a
detailed account of a life that touched and was touched by the labor
and left-wing political movements in the U.S. for nearly sixty years.
Abt went to Washington, D.C., in the early 1930s to join the New
Deal. He worked in a succession of government posts and for the
La Follett Civil Liberties Committee. He was Sidney Hillman's
counsel in the labor movement and a top aide in Henry Wallace’s
1948 presidential campaign. At the height of McCarthyism he
became the Communist party’s chief counsel. Defending the party
in the Smith Act and McCarran Act prosecutions, he succeeded in
dismantling the acts piece by piece, setting precedents and assuring
that being a Communist was not illegal.
