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NOTES TO CONTRIBUTORS

1. Contributions should be in English. Two copies of all manuscripts
should be sent to the Assistant Editor, Janice McCallum, Drama
Department, University of Glasgow, Glasgow G12 8QQ), Scotland.

2. Articles should be accompanied by an abstract of approximately 200
words which should be a succinct condensation of the paper.

3. Manuscripts should be typed double-spaced with wide margins.

4. Illustrations (reproducible photographs or line drawings) should be
carefully labelled and captioned.

5. Footnotes must be listed at the end of the manuscript.

6. All articles will be acknowledged upon receipt. Authors will be in-
formed of a decision within two months of receipt.

7. Manuscripts should be checked carefully before submission to avoid
difficulties at the proof stage.

8. Book reviews are usually by invitation, but the editors are always
ready to consider offers to undertake reviewing.

9. Twenty-five complimentary offprints of each article will be sent to
authors; additional offprints are available at the author’s expense. Book
reviewers will receive a complimentary copy of the journal.
