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In this issue, McIntyre et al (pp. 126_130)
explore the knowledge of voting rights
of adult in-patients. They encourage
in-patient facilities to provide timely
written guidance to both staff and
patients on eligibility criteria, voting
rights and the process of registration
before future elections.
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
