University of Ife Press: An International Conference on 'Publishing in Africa: A
Dialogue for the Seventies'.

THE University of Ife Press is organizing a major international conference on publishing
and book development to be held at the University of Ife, Ile-Ife from 16 to 20 December
1973. While embracing many different aspects of book development, the Conference will
focus particular attention on indigenous publishing—more effective marketing of African
published materials, the challenge of producing African books for African needs, and the
problems of African publishers in attracting top level manuscript submissions from estab-
lished scholars and creative writers. The meeting will provide an opportunity for the
people behind the writing, making, and selling of books in Africa today, to exchange views
and discuss common problems.

Six sessions will be devoted to different areas of publishing, while more than thirty
workshops will cover specialized topics such as the role of the writer, book production and
design, promotion and distribution methods, bookselling, the function of libraries in book
development, professional co-operation between African publishers, and publishing in
vernacular languages.

A large international gathering of distinguished publishers, writers, scholars, book-
sellers, librarians, and printers will be presenting papers at the Conference.

Elle fonctionne sous la direction du Professeur J.-P. Lebeuf et elle compte un
paleontologiste, M. Y. Coppens, des ethnologues, MM. J. Fortier et I. de Garine, des
archeologues, Mme F. Treinen-Claustre et M. J. Courtin. Le Dr. A. M. D. Lebeuf et le
Professeur Lebeuf poursuivront leurs habituelles recherches conjointes d'archeologie et
d'ethnologie dans le cadre de la nouvelle formation.

Afin de disposer au mieux des possibility qui leur sont offertes, les membres de l'E.R. 150
ont limite pour cette annee leurs activites a la poursuite des travaux engages depuis plusieurs
annees; dans un second temps, de nouveaux themes seront inclus dans leur programme.
En liaison avec les activites qu'ils poursuivent normalement a Paris dans le cadre du
Laboratoire d'ethnologie et d'archeologie tchadiennes et camerounaises (C.N.R.S., 27 rue
Paul Bert, 94200 IVRY), les investigations suivantes seront menees sur le terrain en 1973:

paleontologie, prospection dans la falaise d'Angamma (region de Koro Toro);
archeologie, prospection des sites de l'Age du Fer au Soro (Bahr-el-Gazal tchadien),

exploitation du gisement de Messo (xe siede dans sa periode moyenne [C 24]), preparation
d'une campagne de fouilles dans un site sao decouvert recemment;

ethnologie, institutions centralists politiques (Baguirmi, Ouadai), notion de sacralite du
pouvoir et personne du souverain (Baguirmi, pays kotoko), numerologie, comput, systemes
classificatoires, semiologie (Kotoko, Fali), litterature orale (Sara), divination (Moussey),
anthropologie alimentaire (Boudouma, Moussey, Toupouri).
