Focusing on Early Man and Archaic periods, 
Chapman examines the cultural adaptation of 
Missouri's first inhabitants. The Introduction 
describes methodology and terminology used, 
with a background on the first migration 
to North America. He divides the state into 
six geographic regions to study the variations 
and progressive changes in climate, topog­
raphy, soils, fauna, and flora. From evidences 
of early men — projectile points and other 
tools, hunting and ceremonial sites, and caves 
and rock shelters —Chapman speculates on 
the ways these early people utilized the 
environment and how distinct cultures 
developed. In addition to tables and charts, 
he includes detailed illustrations and photo­
graphs of artifacts, projectile points, exca­
