The objective of this new and unique introductory 

text is to provide the student with a book that will 

serve as a first step in the cumulative process of 

acquiring understanding and technical competence 

in political science. Basic questions are presented, 

some possible answers are hypothesized, and a 

sampling of facts is made available for developing 

explanations. 

By way of approach, the book concentrates on 
nation states as the primary unit of analysis. The 
major concern is with collective political processes 
and outcomes rather than institutional description. 
Considerable emphasis is placed on individual actors 
with normative and causal approaches to explaining 
their choices and behavior. 

The two major parts of the book—analytical and 
normative—are based on recent developments in­
cluding systems analysis, the behavioral orientation, 
public finance, welfare economics, and decision and 
conflict theory. Certain special public problems are 
regarded as basic to all systems. These include re­
source mobilization and allocation, distribution of 
benefits, allocation of burdens, division of labor, con­
trol activities and adaptation to meet uncertain con­
ditions. Extensive case studies involve the student in 
the practical realities of political life.
