Hamilton is the first
nonacademic to head
the Wilson Center.

As a member
and chair of the House
Committee on Interna-
tional Relations (for-
merly Foreign Affairs)
during the 103rd Con-
gress, he promoted
democratic and market
reform in the former
Soviet Union and Eastern Europe
and worked for peace and stability
in the Middle East.

During his time in
Congress, Hamilton
also chaired the Joint
Economic Committee,
the Permanent Select
Committee on Intelli-
gence, the Joint Com-
mittee on the Organi-
zation of Congress, and
the Select Committee
to Investigate Covert
Arms Transactions with
Iran.

Hamilton is a long-
time friend of APSA
and supporter of the
Association’s Congres-
sional Fellowship Pro-
gram. In 1998, he re-
ceived the Association’s Hubert H.
Humphrey Award for his outstand-
ing public service and commitment
to political science.

The Pi Sigma Alpha lecture is
sponsored annually by Pi Sigma Al-
pha, the political science national
honor society.
