BORN AS REFUGEES IN THEIR OWN LAND

Thirty-three vears ago. thousands of Palestinians lost their
homes. their farms, their livelthood. Babies born in desolate
refugee camps, dependent on international help for survival,
are now young parents themselves, bringing up a new genera-
tion in shacks with four or five people to a 10-foot-square
room. Children play in streets with open sewers. The women
walk long distances every day for water and wait in line for
food rations. They, as their mothers before them. worry about
the future of their children in the camps. Men whose fathers
once farmed their own land are now unskilled seasonal
workers. driven in trucks every morning to work in distant
cities. The old people sit outside their shacks. the rusty keys of
former homes in their pockets, remembering the days when
they lived with pride and dignity.

After vears of exile and the hardships of a military occupa-
tion. the Palestinians teel 1solated. abandoned. forgotten.
