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The issues of conflict management treated in this volume are rela-
tively recent consequences of the scientific and technological revolu-
tion, and are in significant respects unprecedented in man’s history:
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tion. Seventeen lawyers and specialists in international affairs sug-
gest solutions by adjustments to the present international system.
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The political consequences of rapid agrarian modernization are a loss
of legitimacy by landed elites and the breakdown of vertical pat-
terns of peasant mobilization. National development planning di-
rected at a new social and political synthesis is urgently required to
avoid a total breakdown of rural order.
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
