The
author’s name is a sufficient guarantee of accuracy, and we have
Bot been able to deteet any errors in his rubrical exposition—a
orm of writing in which precision and clarity are extraordinarily
difficult to achieve. The historical note on the first page of the
fO_reword should however have been revised to bring it into line
with up-to-date scholarship.

The book prompts one reflection: the rules of the Instruction as
they are now could play havoc with the Liturgy. If the Forty Hours
rayer fell on Candlemas Day or Palm Sunday, it could practically
€xtinguish the liturgy of the day. Fortunately, in most dioceses, the
evotion is excluded from parish churches in Holy Week.
