1. Opening and Welcome

The President of the IAU, Dr. Catherine Cesarsky, welcomed the delegates and mem-
bers to the 2nd session of the XXVII General Assembly. The delegates confirmed the
agenda of the meeting as in the Program Book. The President invited the General Sec-
retary, Dr. Karel A. van der Hucht, to present the first item.

2. Individual Membership

The General Secretary reported that the IAU XXVI General Assembly, August 2006,
had admitted 925 new Individual Members.

As of 13 August 2009 the number of IAU Individual Members was 9259 and TAU
National Members nominated 882 new Individual Members. In addition TAU Division
Presidents have nominated 5 new Individual Members. These were scrutinised by the

Nominating Committee and were recommended for admission.

The General Assembly approved the membership of the nominees.

9. Financial matters

9.1. Report of the Finance Committee on TAU 20062009 accounts and 2010-2012
budget

This was presented by the Chair of the Finance Sub-Committee, Dr. Paul G. Murdin
1. Accounts 2006-2008

The accounts show the usual triennial cycle, with a loss of 220k CHF in 2006 and
surpluses of 84k and 1k in 2007 and 2008 respectively, roughly in balance, especially
when considered against the 210k CHF of late payments from National Members that
were outstanding in total over the financial years 2006-2008. The assets of the Union
increased from 1041k CHF to 1396k in the period. It is prudent to maintain the assets
at the level of one year’s turnover, in order to provide a reserve for cash flow during the
triennial cycle, to cover late payments by some National Members, and to provide some
investment income.

Between 2009 and 2010 the TAU is changing its unit of account from Swiss Francs
(CHF) to euros (EUR). Membership dues will in future be invoiced in euros. Accounts
and budgets will make the transition during the year 2009. The FSC welcomes this
change, which reflects the fact that most of the Union’s expenditure is in euros and
the largest number of the Union’s National Members have their currency in euros. The
change reduces exchange losses overall (to the Union and to many National Members)
and spreads the risk of currency fluctuations, while costing the National Members outside
the euro zone little (since the CHF and EUR are well correlated).

The FSC recommended that the reserve accounts should be brought primarily to eu-
ros as appropriate and timely; it will also prove to be more effective and convenient if
the accounts are held in Paris in a fully international bank. The GS has started this
process.

While the accounts have consistently passed the test of professional audit, investiga-
tions by the new administration discovered in 2008 that the Union has been subject to
systematic fraud, cleverly perpetuated by an office staff member, using false or inflated in-
voices and unmandated, falsely attributed expenditure, principally on office expenditure
and IT. The sums involved have amounted to 56k CHF in 2007 and similar, previously
undiscovered sums in earlier years. The Union’s administration has taken steps, as yet
incomplete, to recover from its bank those unmandated payments that lie within the
limit of the time period allowed for such recovery. It has changed its auditor to improve
the standard of its auditing procedures. It has implemented changes to its accounting
systems that should make recurrence of such a fraud more difficult to conceal in the
future.

In all this, the administration has kept the Finance Sub Committee fully informed and
consulted on the measures to be taken. The FSC believes that the fraud was cleverly
enough perpetuated that it would not have been possible to discover the fraud before
the sudden death in service that revealed it. The FC believes that the measures taken
to prevent recurrence are appropriate to the scale of the Union’s activities, and will in
fact bring increased effectiveness to the Union’s operation. The FC commends the GS
and the new Administrative Assistant for the work done to identify and scope the fraud
and supports the administration in its attempts to recover the sums stolen. The FC ex-
pects the Union’s bank, Credit Lyonnais, to face up to its degree of responsibility in the
matter.

The particular methodology of the fraud means that all the lost sums have been put
through the accounts and that the assets of the Union are what is expected.

Noting the large sum of outstanding late payments from National Members, regretting
the fraud, and noting the efforts of the Executive to recover what it can, the FC recom-
mends the acceptance of the statement of accounts 2006-07-08.

2 Members’ dues

The number of units of contribution from National Members was increased from 262
to 301.5 in 2009 when a number of Members accepted changes to their category of
contribution that more reflected the size of their country’s individual membership of
the Union. Other National Members accepted compromise changes, others declined any
changes at all on grounds of affordability.

Clearly the activities and scientific output of the Union correlate with the size of the
membership, with associated cost. Given the historic and expected growth both in as-
tronomy and in the size of the Union, the FC recommends that the National Members’
category of contributions be kept under review in this way. Changes would be most
readily accepted if they were not large, i.e. if the reviews were frequent so the changes
were smaller. The FC recommends that the National Members’ category of contributions
should be reviewed as a regular matter each triennium. This procedure will also have the
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advantage that National Members will feel an incentive regularly to keep their lists of
active members controlled and up to date.

3 Budgets 2010-2012

In the budgets, the proposed increase in the unit of contribution has been kept within
inflation at a modest and realistic forecast of 3%, but the rise in the total number of units
of contribution has meant that the income for the Union increased sharply from 2009 by
approximately 180k CHF, 14%. In the proposed budgets this money has been shown as
expenditure on matters within the proposed educational programme, developed as the
Union’s Strategic Plan. Some existing programmes of the Union (those not supported
from earmarked funds from outside sources) have been included within these headings
of expenditure. The apportionment of expenditure to individual programmes will be a
matter for debate and discussion as the Strategic Plan is implemented and will depend on
the degree of success of the Union in raising external funds to execute substantial parts
of the Plan. This way to handle the development of the budgets, an effective balance
in a developing situation between flexibility and control, has been implemented in the
budgets in consultation with the FC.

Other features of the budget include control of office administration costs as a result of
the elimination of the fraud referred to above and other measures to improve efficiency,
even given the additional cost of measures to give increasing visibility to the Union’s
accounts in the future.

The FC recommends that the GA adopts the proposed unit of contribution as set out in
the budgets, i.e. 2540 EUR in 2010, 2616 EUR in 2011 and 2695 EUR in
2012.

Noting the improved financial position of the Union and the ambition of the Strategic
Plan to raise additional revenue for additional activities from outside sources, the FC rec-
ommends that the budgetary provisions for 2010-2011-2012 should be
accepted.

This report was drafted by the Finance Sub Committee, which remains in session
between General Assemblies to deal with urgent matters on behalf of the FC. The FSC
members during 2006-09 were as follows:
