Seminar on Juridical and Institutional Western hemisphere international
Aspects of LAFTA—Montevideo, law scholars participating in the
October 18-23, 1965 meeting examined three major

topics pertaining to the theme: 1)
Institutional Aspects—structure, functions, and attributes of LAFTA organs;
possible structures of a Latin American common market; the processes of
Latin American integration and the inter-American system; 2) Juridical As-
pects—the necessity of unifying and harmonizing the juridical order of the
member countries of LAFTA; and 3) International Cooperation on the Subject
of Studies of Integration.

Spanish, Portuguese, and Latin Prospects in the United Kingdom
American Studies in Great Britain for Spanish, Portuguese, and
Oxford, October 23, 1965 Latin American studies in the

light of the recommendations of
the Parry Report on Latin American Studies was the subject of this conference
at the Oxford Institute of Education. Some 60 persons representing ten uni-
versities in the United Kingdom, the Association of Teachers of Spanish and
Portuguese, and some of the leading technical colleges heard five speakers dis-
cuss various aspects of the topic. John Walker, director general of Canning
House, reviewed British relations, historic and current, with Spain, Portugal,
and the Latin American republics, stressing the growing interest in pursuing
business careers in Latin America. Raymond Carr, director of Latin American
Studies and fellow of St. Antony’s College, Oxford, discussed the intellectual
justification for Latin American studies and the challenges of developing inter-
disciplinary programs. D. C. Riddy, Department of Education and Science,
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dealt with the technical problems of stimulating the study of Spanish and
Portuguese in secondary schools. The possibility of developing university cen-
ters of Latin American studies in the technical colleges was encouraged by H. I.
Baker, Department of Education and Science, J. H. Street, fellow of Fitzwil-
liam House, Cambridge, who served on the Parry Committee, discussed the
purpose of establishing centers of Latin American studies within the context

of universities.

Meeting on the Teaching of Juridical Professors and specialists in inter-
and Institutional Problems of Latin national law and from Latin
American Integration—Buenos Aires, America, the United States, and
October 25-30, 1965 Europe met in Buenos Aires un-

der the auspices of the Inter-
American Institute of International Legal Studies to elaborate a scheme for the
investigation and teaching of the juridical and institutional problems of Latin
American integration. The scheme was developed for use by Latin American
faculties of law and political science and of economics.

16th National Congress of Sociology Sociology of Conflict and Co-
Veracruz, November 22-26, 1965 operation, the congress theme, re-

ceived the attention of 180 schol-
ars from 11 Latin American nations, the United States, and France. Approxi-
mately 100 papers were presented in the sectional sessions and 17 in the plenary
sessions. The Asociacién Mexicana de Sociologia and the Instituto de Investi-
gaciones Sociales of UNAM convened the meeting under the auspices of the
state government, municipal government, and the Universidad de Veracruz.

Inter-American Council Meeting Gathering at Howard University,
Washington, D.C., December 9, 1965 the Inter- American Council heard

Howard Cline of the Hispanic
Foundation give a summary of the history of organizations that have existed
in the field of Latin American studies. He discussed the efforts that have been
made to facilitate communication of information among Latin Americanists,
noting the most recent initiatives of the LARR and the consideration being
given to a society of Latin Americanists. Bryce Wood of the Social Science Re-
search Council (SSRC) elaborated further on this contemplated society and
reviewed the activities of the Joint Committee on Latin American studies of
the SSRC and the ACLS. The Council adopted a motion that it act as a clearing
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house to gather information on officers and activities of other Councils in the
U.S. for consideration and possible inclusion in the LARR.

Seminar on the Study of Sociology and Latin American sociologists met
Politics—Salvador, December 11-12, 1965  at the Escola de Sociologia e Po-

litica da Bahia to compile, discuss,
systematize, and communicate ideas, technical teaching, and experiences on
sociology and political science. Presentations dealt with the following topics:
The Teaching of Sociology and Political Science by Francisco S. Céspedes,
PAU; Sociology and Development by Manuel Diégues Janior, director of
CENTRO; Research in Political Science by Adriano G. Carmona Romay, Uni-
versidad del Zulia, Venezuela; Professionalization of Sociology by Brito Velho,
Brazilian Deputy. Beatriz Dalurzo, Universidad de La Plata, Argentina, who
presided over the sessions, lectured on the University of the Americas, and
Waldemar Lopes, director of OAS in Brazil, spoke on M. A. Teixeira de Freitas
and His Contribution to the Study of Social Sciences. Yves de Oliveira or-
ganized the seminar.

2nd Interamerican Meeting on Seventy-nine experts in the social
Development Administration—Recife, sciences and public administration
December 13-18, 1965 from 15 American countries met

to participate in a seminar on re-
gional planning and a symposium on human resources. In the seminar on re-
gional planning, delegates considered regional planning as a “'tool” for devel-
opment administration; regional planning and government policy; and
regional planning as a systematic strategy of social and economic change, e.g.,
the Brazilian Northeastern case and others. Subjects discussed in the symposium
on human resources were education and training on the national and inter-
American levels; prevision; and social mobility. The Escola Interamericano
de Administracdo Piblica and the Superintendéncia do Desenvolvimento do
Nordeste (SUDENE) sponsored the meeting, which was organized by Luiz
Alves de Mattos, director of the EIAP. Proceedings from the sessions will be
published as Annals of the II Meeting by EIAP/FGV, Rio de Janeiro, 1966.

Conference on Problems of the Agrarian The Deutsche Stiftung fiir Ent-
Structure in Latin America—Berlin, wicklungslinder, in collaboration
December 13-19, 1965 with the FAO, convened this con-

ference. Subjects of attention were
the social implications of agrarian structures, discussed on the basis of two
presentations by H. Kotter and Richard F. Behrendt; present and future action
in various Latin American countries; agricultural cooperatives as useful instru-
ments in agrarian reform; colonization and its role in the improvement of the
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agrarian structure; agricultural credit and the access that minifundistas and
latifundistas have to it; and the role that policy on the agrarian structure plays
in economic development. Among the Latin Americans invited to participate
were S. G. Brieger, J. Chonchol-Chait, J. C. Colloarte, O. Fals-Borda, Ed-
mundo Flores, Rodolfo G. Franks, J. Gongalves de Souza; Marco R. Isla, Carlos

J. Vidal-Perdomo, A. Vivanco, and Fernando Suérez de Castro.

Conference on Race and Class in Latin Cornell and Columbia Universi-
America During the National Period ties jointly sponsored and orga-
New York City, December 16-18, 1965 nized the conference at Columbia

as part of the Cornell Latin Amer-
ican Year (CLAY). Magnus Morner, visiting professor of Latin American
history at Columbia, was the conference director. Of the 55 persons attending,
24 were contributing participants representing disciplines in the social sciences
from universities in Brazil, Mexico, Peru, Sweden, Uruguay, and the United
States; 31 additional scholars invited to attend the sessions came from uni-
versities in the countries listed as well as from Argentina, Colombia, and Spain.
Reports and papers were presented in six sessions dealing with the following
topics: Historical Demography and Ethnical Classification; the Abolition of
Negro Slavery and the Absorption of the Negro into Society; Immigration and
Race Relations: Evolution of Social Stratification and Social Attitudes in the
Indo-American Area; and Twentieth Century Indigenismo and Socio-Racial
Attitudes. Sessions were not open to the general public, but proceedings of the
conference are to be published by the Cornell University Press. The volume will
appear in English and include the reports, papers, and a resumé of the discus-

sions.

Conference on Faculty Interchange Representatives of six United
Coordination—Mexico City, States universities, the Foreign
January 3-4, 1966 Area  Fellowship Program

(FAFP), and the SSRC attended
this conference held under the auspices of the FAFP (U.S.-Latin American
Faculty Interchange Program). Schuyler C. Wallace, director of FAFP, was
responsible for organizing the meeting. Significant conclusions and recom-
mendations emerging from the discussions of U.S.-Latin American faculty
interchange coordination were as follows: 1) It was recommended that a co-
ordinating body, expanded beyond the current six-member Management Com-
mittee of the U.S.-Latin American Faculty Interchange Program, be brought
into existence. This body might become a subcommittee of a new Latin Amet-
ican studies association, or, if the association is not formed, it could operate
independently proved that a source of financial support could be found. 2)
It was recommended that the improvement of Latin American studies in the
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United States should continue to characterize the activities of the new coordi-
nating group. 3) In the fall of 1966, a meeting should be held for the pur-
pose of resolving the issues of organization and funding which were left sus-
pended during the current session. Minutes of the conference were distributed
by the FAFP in February 1966.

Inter-American Council Meeting Population Problems in Latin
Washington, D.C., January 10, 1966 America was the subject of dis-

cussion at this gathering. Ray-
mond B. Allen, director, Office of Research Coordination, Pan American
Health Organization (PAHO), and Peter Ruderman, health economist,
PAHO/WHO, discussed the work in process on population questions in Latin

America.

Meeting of Inter-American Cultural The fourth meeting of the Inter-
Council—Washington, D.C., American Cultural Council was
January 18-25, 1966 held at the Pan American Union

in Washington, D.C. Among the
subjects considered were the evaluation, comparison, and financing of educa-
tional, scientific, technological, and cultural development. Persons addressing
the conference on these and other subjects were Jose A. Mora, secretary gen-
eral of the OAS, Daniel Arango, Minister of Education of Colombia and
chairman of the Inter-American Cultural Council, and Jaime Posada, assistant
secretary for Cultural, Scientific, and Informational Affairs of the OAS, who is
also executive secretary of the Cultural Council. Delegates from 20 nations of
the Western Hemisphere attended the meeting.

Meeting on Municipal Financing in More than 150 persons attended
Latin America—Washington, D.C., this seminar sponsored by the In-
January 23-26, 1966 ter-American Development Bank

(IDB) in collaboration with the
Inter-American Municipal Organization (IAMO). Sixty papers were pre-
sented on the subjects of municipal financing, municipal enterprises, national
municipal associations, community development, the municipality and inte-
gration, technical assistance, Alliance for Progtess and the municipalities, IDB
financing for public works, and others. Felipe Herrera, president of the IDB,
was the keynote speaker.

No formal papers
were presented; instead discussion centered around completed research such
as that on Nicaragua by Kay and Odin Toness, University of Illinois; on Guate-
mala by Michael Micklin, and on Mexico by Alvan Zarate, University of Texas;

on Guatemala being conducted by Bryan Roberts, University of Manchester;

White, University of Texas. Topics included the Political Structure of Slums,
Female Participation in the Labor Force, Urban Fertility Behavior, Urban Mi-
gration, and Theories of Utban Development.
