He shows that complexity in this
sense may be spurious, and that one cannot prove the existence
of democracy simply by demonstrating a dispersal of power.

Unless the central
government abandoned its hostility toward public initiative
Russia might remain incapable of meeting the challenges
offered by her international rivals. But every gesture toward
educational reform led to political and social demands that
were unacceptable to the security-conscious state bureaucracy.
The emphasis is on the period after 1860, when student
nihilism became a permanent feature of the educational scene.
