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This current volume treat? aspects of Slavic history and literature in six scholarly 
articles, covering 17th-century Moscow; Czartoryski's foreign policy; the Woronzow, 
Pembroke, and Nicolay families; censorship under Alexander II; Gogol's fascination with 
words; and Schopenhauer's influence on Tolstoy. 
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
