APPROVAL OF MENTAL HANDICAP HOSPITALS AND UNITS
FOR M.R.C.PSYCH. TRAINING

Under the present rules it is permissible to spend
a maximum period of 18 months in a Mental
Handicap setting and to have this accepted as
valid experience towards the three years’ clinical
experience necessary before taking the M.R.C.Psych.
Examination.
