VISSARION BELINSKI (1811-1848) 
A STUDY IN THE ORIGINS OF SOCIAL CRITICISM IN RUSSIA 

By HERBERT E. BOWMAN. The only book-length study in English of a major 
Russian social philosopher and literary critic—who was also one of the important 
figures who worked out the philosophical foundations of the Russian revolution of 
1917. In relating Belinski to the thought of his time, the book provides an important 
study of a critical era in Russian thought. Belinski was the major contemporary 
critic of Pushkin, Gogol and Lermontov, as well as the first to give critical recogni­
tion to such new writers as Turgenev and Dostoevski. Moreover, his influence as a 
literary critic gave birth to the now dominant Russian literary tradition which 
regards literature as performing primarily a social function. 

Mr. Bowman's study is designed for the specialist in Russian literature and affairs, 
as well as for the_ interested general reader. A special introduction to the cultural 
and intellectual situation in which Belinski was active has been included for the 
nonspecialized reader. $4.00

A completely rewritten version of the Manual of Russian Pronunciation, 
completing and fully developing the author's significant study of phonetics, 
and incorporating a new phonetic reader. Material not contained in the 
earlier work includes: A new explanation of the stressed syllable in Russian, 
and of the unstressed vowel system; new accounts of the Russian vowel-
glides, the i-i phoneme, and "Palatalization of Consonants in Juxtaposition 
in Russian." The Russian system of intonation is shown as a whole for the 
first time, and diagrams are provided showing its basic patterns. 

A full description of Russian sounds is made, with reference to the symbols 
of the International Phonetic Association. Diagrams show correct tongue 
positions for Russian consonants and vowels. Special attention is given to 
those sounds that present particular difficulty for the English-speaking 
student. Numerous exercises provide the English translation as well as the 
phonetic transcription of the Russian. 

The Phonetic Reader contains colloquial prose in narrative, descriptive, 
and conversational styles. The material in verse is highly poetic, yet conver­
sational, and not a single obsolete or old-fashioned word is used. Selections 
are made from Pushkin, Tolstoy, Tchekov, and others. 

The appendix contains an analysis of Dr. Boyanus' personal division of 
syllables in rapid speech, as well as a valuable new approach to describing 
the rhythm and quality of Russian speech. 

The book is designed to meet the needs of students and teachers of Russian, 
providing a concise yet thorough treatment of Russian pronunciation. The 
description of Russian sounds, however, has been put in simple non­
technical language for the student who is instructing himself. $7.50
