Children’s mental health within Scottish legislation

Scotland has its own legal system and a parliament 
with responsibility over devolved matters, including 
health, education, justice and social work. 
Psychiatrists who work in any jurisdiction must 
adhere to the ‘law of the land’ as well as universal 
professional codes of ethics and guidelines. Several 
areas of Scottish legislation directly concern children 
with mental disorders. This module summarises 
key Scottish legislation and its relevance in the 
assessment and treatment of children and young 
people.
