Since its inception, the Foundation has authorized grants totalling
more than $49 million in three main areas: health, Canada and the
Asian Pacific, and veterinary science and education.

Canada and extends to the U.S., Europe, the Middle East and
Japan. Renowned scientists and scholars collaborate on interdis-
ciplinary teams to address issues in a variety of program areas
ranging from economic growth and population health to evolu-
tionary biology.
