On the domestic front, Professor Riasanovsky offers 
new material on a range of subjects: the slowing down of 
the economy, the program for the Tenth Five-Year Plan, 
instituted in 1976; the Twenty-Fifth Party Congress of 
December 1975; dissent among intellectuals and 
increased activity and interest in the samizdat movement; 
and Jewish emigration. In the area of foreign policy, he 
focuses on the development and subsequent uncertainty 
of detente, and relations with China and the Eastern 
European states since Soviet intervention in 
Czechoslovakia in 1968.
