Print cultures, nationalisms and publics of the Indian Ocean

The Indian Ocean region is becoming an increasingly important geo-political arena, and is making its presence
felt across a range of disciplines. This special issue provides an overview of emerging trends in the rich field
of Indian Ocean studies and draws out their implications for scholars of Africa. The focus is on the role of
print and visual culture in constituting public spheres and nationalisms in, across and between the societies
around the Ocean.
