DEPARTMENT OF OTOLARYNGOLOGY AND MAXILLOFACIAL SURGERY

A course on the management of maxillofacial injuries will be held at the
University of Iowa from 13 May through 18th, 1968. Limited to fourteen
otolaryngologists, the course will deal with the immediate and delayed treat-
ment of injuries to the soft tissues and underlying skeletal structures of the
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face, and with associated dental problems. In addition to lectures and demon-
strations, ample laboratory practice will be given in methods of open and
closed reduction, interdental fixation and suture techniques.
