Since June 1990, it has been affiliated with the Canadian Association of Law and Society. Its edi-
torship was then transferred to the Universite du Qudbec a Montreal, so as to commence the rota-
tion of this function among different Canadian universities. Thanks to the financial support of the
University du Quebec a Montreal, as of the transfer the Journal became a biannual review begin-
ning with Volume 7 (1992), and certain issues are devoted to specific themes. The Canadian Journal
of Law and Society seeks the promotion and publication of research on law and legal systems under-
stood as social phenomena. The Journal is interdisciplinary, calling for diverse methods of analysis
and perspectives on law.

The Journal was published by the University of Calgary Press up to Volume 9, #1 and is now
published at the Universite du Quebec a Montreal. It is funded by the Social Sciences and
Humanities Research Council of Canada and the Universite du Quebec a Montreal.
