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Czechoslovakia provides an excellent test case of the effects 
of central planning in a country that has reached a very high 
state of industrialization. The author examines Czechoslovakia 
during the first decade of Communist control and compares the 
Czechoslovak economy in growth and efficiency with Western 
market economies at a comparably advanced economic level.
