CRISTINA ADAMS is an assistant professor at the School of Arts, Sciences, and Hu-
manities and the Interdisciplinary Research Center on Complex Systems at the
University of Sdo Paulo, Brazil. She has a master’s degree in environmental sci-
ence and a PhD in ecology, both from the University of Sao Paulo. She was a guest
researcher at the Department of Geography and Geology, University of Copenha-
gen, in 2011, and at the Institute for Agricultural Economics and Social Sciences
in the Tropics and Subtropics, Hohenheim University, in 2012.

She also authored the prize-winning Back from
the Future: Cuba under Castro (1994) and The Poverty of Revolution: The State and
Urban Poor in Mexico (1988). In addition, Eckstein edited Power and Popular Protest:
Latin American Social Movements (1989) and coedited books on social justice and
social rights with Timothy Wickham-Crowley, and on immigrant impacts in their
homelands with Adil Najam. She also is coeditor of a 2015 double issue of Diaspora
that focuses on generational differences within diasporas. Eckstein has received
grants and fellowships from the John Simon Guggenheim Memorial Foundation,
the Russell Sage Foundation, the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur Founda-
tion, the Radcliffe Institute, the American Council of Learned Societies, the Social
Science Research Council, the Rockefeller Foundation, the Institute for World Or-
der, a Mellon-MIT grant, the Ford Foundation, and the Tinker Foundation.

CELIA FUTEMMA is a research scientist and professor at the Center for Research
and Studies on Environment (NEPAM) at the University of Campinas in Brazil.
She received her MA in cultural anthropology from Tulane University and her
PhD from the School of Public and Environmental Affairs at Indiana University.

Her research
interests include environmental anthropology, people and parks, institutional
analysis and common-pool resources, and land use and land-cover dynamics.
