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This new study provides a thorough exploration of the various legal
issues that might impede timely implementation of solar technology
and some suggested remedies that balance the private and public
mechanisms for reducing the uncertainties of enjoying its benefits.
Four suggested statutes are presented as means by which federal,
state, and local governments can help implement this beneficial
technology.
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
