Other contributors examine such domestic
issues as the foreseeable results of the current five-year plan, and the
relative effects of different social, technological, and ideological con-
straints on the mass media. In the foreign policy arena, the prospects
for further Cuban activism in the Third World are explored, along
with potential American strategies for changing Cuba’s foreign poli-
cies and behavior.
