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As members of the Business Historical Society we turn to see
what Johnson has said of Aistory. He has three definitions:

1. A narration of events and facts delivered with dignity.

Justly Caesar scorns the poet’s lays;
It is to Aistory he trusts for praise. Pope.

2. Narration; relation.
What Aistories of toil could I declare?
But still long-weary’d nature wants repair.
Pope’s Odyssey.
3. The knowledge of facts and events.
History, so far as it relates to the affairs of the Bible, is neces-
sary to divines. Watr's Improvement of the Mind.

With Chesterfield in mind one looks up the word patron. Old
Johnson never minced his phrases. His definition of a patron is,
“One who countenances, supports or protects. Commonly a wretch
who supports with indolence, and is paid with flattery.”
