HUGH LAST AND DONALD ATKINSON FUNDS

Applications for grants are invited for financial assistance towards the under-
taking, completion or publication of work that relates to any of the general
scholarly purposes of the Roman Society, which are to promote the study of the
history, archaeology, literature and art of Italy and the Roman Empire, from the
earliest times down to about A.D. 700. In addition, postgraduate students may
apply for small grants for visits to conferences and for other minor research
expenses. Grants for the organisation of conferences, colloquia and symposia
will be considered only in exceptional circumstances.

Applications, together with two references, should be made before 15 January
and sent to the Secretary, Roman Society, Senate House, Malet Street, London
WCIE 7HU. It is the responsibility of applicants to arrange for their references to
reach the Society by the same date; the absence of references may adversely affect
the Committee's view of an application. Referees should — with the exception
of applications from postgraduate students — come from outside the applicant's
institution and not be connected with the project for which funding is sought.

Application forms may be obtained from the Secretary.

SCHOOLS COMMITTEE

The Society's Schools Committee makes grants to schools to help promote the
teaching of Latin and Roman studies. Most of the grants are awarded for the
purchase of textbooks and other books on Roman topics, but the Committee
also makes awards to groups and schools organising lectures or study days on
Roman themes, and also has money available for archaeology fleldwork burs-
aries (see next page). Applications from schools planning to start courses in
Latin are particularly welcome.

The annual budget is c. £7,000, and the usual level of award is £50 to £500. The
Committee meets three times a year. Applications should be sent to the Secret-
ary, Roman Society, Malet Street, London WCIE 7HU to arrive by 1 February, 1
July or 1 November in any year. There is no special application form, but appli-
cants should provide information about the level of their departmental budget,
the type of courses taught, and in the case of applications for books, a list of the
books wanted with their prices.
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ARCHAEOLOGY FIELDWORK

BURSARIES

The Schools Committee of the Roman Society, in conjunction with the Roman
Research Trust, invites applications for its new archaeological fieldwork burs-
aries for 16 to 18-year-olds. These bursaries are made available partly by fund-
ing from the Roman Society, and partly by funding from the Roman Research
Trust. All eligible applications will be considered for support from both funds;
successful candidates will be told which fund their support comes from. The
bursaries are designed to cover costs of up to £150 per week to enable applicants
to participate on an archaeological project. The project should have some link to
Roman studies.

To apply candidates should contact first the director/principal investigator of the
project they wish to join. The director should then write a short letter (no more
than one side of A4) confirming his/her willingness to take the candidate on the
project. This letter should also specify what and how training will be provided,
noting the staff/supervisor: digger/student ratio. It should also confirm that the
candidate, if accepted on the project, would be fully insured. Finally, a copy of
the project risk assessment/health and safety guidelines should accompany the
letter from the director.

The candidate should then send a copy of the director's letter and risk assess-
ment, with a covering letter to Dr Fiona Haarer, Society for the Promotion of
Roman Studies, Senate House, University of London, Malet Street, London
WCIE 7HU by 15 May 2009. The covering letter should outline the applicant's
reasons for wishing to apply, their other sources of finance, and the amount
requested. It should be clear from the letter exactly what costs the award is
expected to cover. Candidates are advised that in the event of strong demand for
these bursaries, it may not be possible to award grants to cover more than one
week at a time.

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ARCHAEOLOGY COMMITTEE

The Archaeology Committee was formed in 1993. Its brief was to organise a
regular conference to act 'as a forum where those interested in the archaeology
of the Roman Empire and those more specifically concerned with Roman Britain'
could come together. This initiative has led to a highly successful series of inter-
national, biennial conferences, the first seven being held in the Universities of
Reading, Nottingham, Durham, Glasgow, Leicester, Birmingham and London.

The Committee also acts as a conduit through which the Society's advisory role
in archaeological matters, as one of the national period societies, can be fulfilled.
It considers reports and responds as appropriate.

REPRESENTATION OF THE SOCIETY ABROAD

The Council of the Society invites applications from members to attend a
conference of a sister body in another country or to undertake a lecture tour as
an official representative of the Society. The Society is willing to pay up to a
maximum of £500 for a single conference or lecture tour, to help cover the travel
costs. The delegate will be required to submit a report to Council on the state of
Roman studies in the country concerned. Preference will be given to a delegate
going to a country where the subject may benefit from the Society's representa-
tion.

Applications should be sent to the Secretary, at least six months before the con-
ference or lecture tour, for approval by Council.

Membership of the Hellenic Society allows the reader to borrow (within
the UK) up to four books at a time, either in person or by post. Members may also borrow slides from the
Joint Library's extensive collection.

The Society also arranges an annual lecture series in London, holds occasional receptions and other meetings,
and helps to arrange other lectures in collaboration with the various local branches of the Classical Associa-
tion. A programme of all these lectures and other meetings is circulated to UK members in September. The
Society holds a list of lecturers on topics in Hellenic Studies, which is supplied to Classical Associations and
others to help them plan their own lecture programmes.

The Society aims to help those engaged in Hellenic Studies at all levels, and to this end it makes grants to
schools, colleges, universities and individual students.

The Campaign for Classics in the 21st Century

Appeal to Scholars in the United Kingdom
on behalf of the American Office of I'Annee philologique

The American Philological Association (APA) asks members of the Societies to participate in an
effort of particular value to Classics scholars in the United Kingdom. The APA is building a new
endowment for Classics research and teaching, an endowment that will, among other things, ensure
the continued operation of the American Office of I'AnnGe philologique.

The American Office has been disseminating the work of British scholars to a worldwide audience
since the 1960s. More than 40 percent of the citations to journal articles compiled by the American
Office and ultimately published in I'Annee are to works produced in the U.K. and in the current and
former countries of the British Commonwealth. This broad dissemination is not available from any
other source. Moreover, this campaign and other efforts are increasing the power ofl'Anne'e through
increased electronic accessibility and links of citations to full texts and other primary and secondary
sources.

The U.S. National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) strongly endorsed the APA's campaign by
awarding a challenge grant of $650,000, an unusually large amount and the entire sum that we
requested. To obtain this amount, however, the APA must raise $2.6 million from other donors. We
initially sought this grant to replace annual funding of the American Office that the NEH, after more
than 40 years, can no longer provide indefinitely. Subsequent consultation with scholars in the field
led APA to expand its ambitions for this endowment to encompass other activities, but I'Annee, our
most essential scholarly tool, remains at the core of all of these ambitions.

The Classical Association has recognized the importance of this campaign to British Classicists by
pledging a gift of $200,000 to create a fund for bibliography supporting the American Office of I'Annee
philologique. As a result of this and other gifts, both large and small, the APA has already raised just
over $1 million. We hope that you will be willing to join these early donors and help the APA to obtain
sufficient commitments to claim all available NEH matching funds. Donations received through
December 2010 are eligible for this purpose. We hope that you will therefore consider making a
larger gift in installments over several years than you could at one time.
