THE following list of anniversaries is presented in the hope that it may be
helpful to those concerned with the arrangement of commemorative meet-
ings, and with the organization of medico-historical exhibitions. No claim
is made for completeness, the list representing no more than a selection
from those anniversaries which can be discovered by the checking of dates
of birth and death in some of the most easily accessible sources of informa-
tion. It will be equally obvious that the anniversaries listed are not of equal
importance. In some cases precise dates are not known, and in others a
choice has had to be made between the conflicting dates given by ‘standard
authorities’.
