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CONTRIBUTORS

KEITH POTTER (b. 19^1) studied at the Universities of Birmingham and Wales (Cardiff), and is now
at York University researching 20th-century musical notation. He is the founder of the composer-
performer groups Embarkation and Twenty-three, and editor of the music magazine Contact.

LEON COATES (b. 1937 in Wolverhampton) studied composition with John Exton at St. John's
College, Cambridge. Since 196J he has held a lectureship in music at Edinburgh University. His
String Quartet has been broadcast on Radio 3, and various other compositions on Radio 4 Scotland.
