Brandeis University Acquires Bolivian Collection

The Brandeis University Library recently acquired a collection on politics
and union activity in Bolivia from Guillermo Lora, secretary general of the
Partido Obrero Revolucionario of Bolivia. The collection contains approxi-
mately 500 books and pamphlets dealing with material on the twentieth cen-
tury, with extensive coverage of political parties, the labor movement in Bolivia,
the 1952 revolution, and political crises of the Barrientos regime. Information
