Although when he died at the age of thirty-seven, J. M. Synge had written six plays—among them the theatrical 
classics Riders to the Sun and The Playboy of the Western World—little is known of his unhappy life. This definitive 
edition of Synge’s letters sheds light on his early years of “exile" in Europe, the visits he made to the Aran Islands 
and the west of Ireland that supplied him with the subjects for his later plays, and his years as co-director of the 
Abbey Theater.

This scholarly edition of Tristram Shandy is the first in a single volume to use the “York Edition” as copy text 
for Volumes I and II since their predating of the “London Edition” was established. Since Sterne placed great 
importance on the typographical presentation of his work, the spelling and punctuation of the first edition have 
been reproduced in an unmodemized and unregularized form. Extensive explanatory notes, a new introduction, 
a chronology of Sterne's life, and a select bibliography are included.

Roy Campbell’s name is surrounded with legends, some true, some false, many invented by the man himself. In 
this first biography of the poet, Alexander traces Campbell’s life from his birth in 1901 to his sudden death in an 
automobile accident in 1957: his childhood in South Africa, his student days at Oxford, the start of his poetic 
career, his marriage, and his turbulent involvement in the fashionable literary scene of the 1920s.
